Blue stars are North American natives with handsome glossy foliage and
star-shaped blue flowers. They prefer light shade but will tolerate full sun if
the soil is moist. Variety salicifolia blooms slightly later in the summer than
the species and sports significantly narrower, graceful, willow-shaped leaves
that turn beautiful fall colours of yellows and oranges. Also available:
Amsonia illustris, a particularly showy species also with blue flowers and
attractive foliage.

This charming red form of Anemone multifida deserves to be better-known.
Wonderfully textured, finely cut foliage gives rise to red cups with yellow
centres in early summer. The seed heads look like soft white upward-facing
strawberries. Reblooms in the fall. In all this species offers great interest
through the entire season at the front of the sun border.

Arisaema album Cobra Lily

First, some botany particular to this family which includes skunk cabbage,
calla lilies and peacelilies: the inflorescence (flowering structure) is comprised
of two main parts, the spathe and the spadix. The spathe is an ornamental
bract made up of the spathe-tube and the spathe-limb (like a lid) which
enclose the columnar spadix. The spadix bears the tiny florets. A. album is
from India and has a white, green and purple-flushed spathe and a bristly
spadix. Trifoliate leaves.

Best in filtered sun and with evenly moist, fertile
soil. Plant in drifts for maximum effect.

This fine perennial grass cultivar has green foliage striped with gold that
becomes creamy white by summer. The whole plant is then overlaid with
striking pink tones. We had a few plants at the nursery last year and they
were gorgeous! Great for accents, focal points and mass plantings. Best in
sun to part shade in average to moist soil.

This uncommon species of fescue has brighter blue foliage than the classic
’Elijah Blue.’ And if you know Elijah you know that’s gotta be pretty blue!
Volga fescue is a dwarf species from Europe with fine, weeping, powdery
blue foliage that is great for mass plantings, as a repeated element through
the border or in pots. Plant it with Sedum ‘Purple Emperor’ and Helleborus
‘Silver Lace’ for a bold foliage combination.

Miscanthus sinensis ‘Gold Bar’ Maiden Grass

‘Gold Bar’ has the boldest variegation you’ve yet seen in a miscanthus. In
fact, there may be more gold than green in this cultivar. It also has a compact
and upright habit to only four feet making it good for pots and small gardens.
Burgundy flower plumes rise just above the foliage in fall. Great for winter
interest since the decorative form, albeit straw-coloured, usually lasts until
spring.

Arisaema griffithii var. pradhanii Pradhan’s Cobra Lily

Variety pradhanii is the rare Sikkim form of this species. It is the choicest
(yes, that is a word in horticulture!) and most beautiful form with a stunning
contrast between the dark chocolate-purple background and the
yellowish-green markings of the spathe which is up to eight inches across!
A. griffithii resents summer heat and moisture. Plant it in a dry, partly-shaded
position or at the base of a shrub or large tree.

Arisaema intermedium Cobra Lily

This species is closely related to A. costatum and A. speciosum. It has green,
sometimes purple-flushed, spathes with subtle white striping. Its most
intriguing characteristic is the long thread-like spadix appendage which
usually gets caught on the emerging leaf and hangs twisted from the leaflets.
If you unwind this appendage it can often be more than three feet long! Easy
to grow in part shade and light compost rich in humus. From Kashmir, India,
Nepal, Sikkim and Bhutan.

A handsome Himalayan species with a striped and spotted purple and white
spathe. The junction between the spathe-limb and the spathe-tube is deeply
auricled (eared) presenting a most intriguing inflorescence. The short, stubby
spadix is white and the foliage deep glossy green and heavily textured. A.
nepenthoides is a tall species to at least four feet and is one of the earliest to
emerge, usually in March. The stems are startlingly purple-mottled.

This year we offer three different varieties: Variety speciosum is the classic
form with a purple and white spathe and a white spadix with a nearly three
foot long, dangling, thread-like spathe appendage. It has large trifoliate
leaves with red edges that are often dark purple underneath. Variety
magnificum is like speciosum on steroids with very large tubers, flowers and
foliage. Variety mirabile has a conspicuously thickened spadix and blooms
much later, often into the summer.

This luscious new cultivar from Ellen Hornig at Seneca Hill Perennials is a
massive and sturdy plant with steely blue-green leaflets with crimped and
waved edges and centres splashed with pronounced silver. ‘Poseidon’ will
rise to four to five feet with "umbrellas" of leaflets at least two feet in diameter.
In spring the plants sport the classic jack-in-the-pulpit flowers which are
followed by large seed heads that turn brilliant red in the fall. Tolerant of sun
to part shade.

Also from Ellen Hornig is this equally stunning cultivar with breathtaking silver
variegation on silver-blue, seductively undulating leaves. A little more delicate
than ‘Poseidon’ in overall form, ‘The Perfect Wave’ will also grow to four to
five feet with its dramatic umbrella of leaflets.

A. galeatum is often a tall plant reaching more than four feet in height. Its
species name comes from the word galea meaning helmet which refers to the
helmet-like spathe which completely encloses and hides the spadix. The
unique spathe is red grading towards green in the upper half. The leaflet is
coarsely textured due to the numerous veins which are purplish underneath.
Rich, evenly moist soil is best. Himalayan.

This is one of the strangest and most spectacular species of all arisaemas. Its
bizarrely shaped spathe and reptilian hood-like spathe-limb do indeed
suggest the name cobra lily. The spathe is deep burgundy with fine
greenish-yellow markings. An 18 inch long burgundy appendage on the end
of the spadix dangles like a thin twisted and kinked thread. The
coarse-textured leaves are trifoliate with purple blotches. Native to Nepal,
India and Bhutan.

Numerous small extremely fragrant flowers of pale mauve smother the
handsome, rugged foliage in summer. This is a vigorous, sprawling,
non-clinging perennial that looks glorious spilling over a low wall, down a low
bank or over tree stumps. Think of it as a groundcover clematis. Also
available: the light blue flowered C. jouiniana ‘Praecox’. Both varieties are
drought tolerant once established.

If you haven’t yet discovered the Texensis Group of clematis, do come and
have a look. Though the flowers are small to medium-sized they are exquisite
and, I think, some of the most elegant in the genus. ‘Princess Diana’ is a
stunning variety with rich, deep pink, outward facing, tulip-shaped flowers with
paler pink edges in July-October. During autumn and winter the plant is
adorned with silky seed heads. Also available: ‘Graveyte Beauty’ and
‘Ladybird Johnson’.

This rare species of climbing hydrangea from Taiwan and the Philippines has
dark green evergreen foliage. It is well-established in the UBC Botanical
Garden and profiled in their new book The Jade Garden. The new spring
shoots and leaves are often coloured spectacularly in purple and scarlet red.
The flowers appear in June as golf ball-sized white clusters that create a
polka-dot appearance against the dark foliage. Water well until established,
especially if planted at the base of a tree.

Hydrangea

This rare species of climbing hydrangea is from Central and South America. It
has mid green, rounded, thick, glossy foliage. In summer it offers copious
amounts of white flowers. Water well until established, especially if planted at
the base of a tree. Smaller growing than H. integrifolia and thus better for
growing up smaller trees or walls.

Schizophragma hydrangeoides ‘Moonlight’ Hydrangea Vine

Hydrangea vine is similar to the climbing hydrangea. It has self-clinging
stems and beautiful large white lacecap flowers in summer. 'Moonlight' has
lovely, silvery blue-green leaves that are deeply veined in green. The effect is
as if the leaves are bathed in moonlight at all times of the day -- subtle but
very beautiful. Excellent to grow up trees and on walls or fences in part sun to
part shade. Also available: ‘Rosea’ with normal green leaves but lovely pink
lacecaps.

Arisaema tortuosum Cobra Lily

A. tortuosum rises to four to six feet in height making it the tallest of the
genus. The palmate, tropical-looking leaves are held near the top of the stalk
from which emerges the jack-in-the-pulpit inflorescence. Out of the pale
green spathe emerges a darker, often purple, spadix appendage like a
whip-like tongue shooting up to ten inches skyward. Totally fabulous and a
great conversation piece! Widespread across the Himalayan countries, India,
western China and Myanmar.

A. tortuosum occurs across a vast area of Asia and consequently exhibits
wide regional variation. This form used to be its own species -- A.
helleborifolium -- but has now been swallowed alive into A. tortuosum. Variety
helleborifolium is like the species but markedly taller and more cold tolerant.

This gorgeous Himalayan species has a dark purple spathe-tube with raised,
white veins. The huge, shiny, silky purple spathe-limb looks like large butterfly
wings. The trifoliate leaves have red, wavy margins and prominent purplish
veins underneath. Hooker, an early explorer in Sikkim, observed this species
“surrounded by a luxuriant vegetation of most beautiful rhododendrons in full
flower, willow, white rose, white-flowered cherry, thorn, maples, and birch.”
Sounds like a Vancouver garden!

This special selection of Italian arum offers spectacular white marbling on rich
green arrow-shaped leaves. The foliage appears in fall and remains
evergreen through to early summer. The large green spathes appear
amongst the foliage in spring. When the leaves go dormant in summer they
reveal drumsticks of shiny green fruits that gradually change to orange. This
display lasts until the leaves return in the fall. A great year-round plant with
particular value for the winter garden.
